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While many calculus students have a good grasp of the topics presented to them in class, the students often have not

had the opportunity to appreciate how these topics fit together. This presentation reviews a selection of end of course

projects that require students, working in pairs, to investigate some of the reoccurring themes in calculus. The presentation

includes both teacher-made assignments and sample student responses. The student responses are used in a discussion

of how the projects have succeeded in providing the students with a deeper understanding of calculus topics and of how

the projects can be improved. The talk ends with a brief summary of student opinions concerning the effectiveness of the

projects.
