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Students enrolled in an upper level geometry course submit weekly journals describing all their geometric experiences.
Narratives include description of difficulties and insights, problems they or their peers presented, or work on exploratory
labs. At the end of the semester, students hand in a portfolio of their best work in the course, from proofs they generated
